7. WHEN COMBINATION MOUNTABLE CURB AND GUTTER IS
USED, THE STANDARD ENTRANCE GUTTERS OR STANDARD
CONNECTION FOR STREET INTERSECTIONS ARE TO HAVE
THE MOUNTABLE CURB CONFIGURATION INCORPORATED.
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
