OVER PIPE, AS SHOWN IN THE ALTERNATE METHODS FOR PLACING PIPE UNDER ENTRANCES DIAGRAM.

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. ENTRANCE GRADES ARE TO BE SMOOTHLY TIED INTO THE ROADWAY BY ROUNDING AS NECESSARY.
