To: Old Keene Mill Road (Route 644)
A Design Public Hearing was held for the above-mentioned project, on June 12, 2008, at the West Springfield High School located in Fairfax County Virginia. On August 15, 1991 the Commonwealth Transportation Board approved the Alternative A design for Rolling Road as proposed and presented at the September 26, 1990 public hearing. Or - with the following modification: 

1. Provide an 8-foot trail on the west side of Rolling Road between Viola Street and the Fairfax County Parkway in lieu of the 5-foot sidewalk.

PROJECT HISTORY IF APPLICABLE: Due to funding constraints the project did not move forward. The design presented at the June 12, 2009 public hearing was significantly different from the previously approved plan.
REASON FOR PROJECT/SCOPE: The project improvements, as presented on June 12, 2008, are intended to address the existing and anticipated congestion experienced during peak hours on Rolling Road.  The project will widen Rolling Road from a two-lane roadway to a four-lane divided roadway, with a raised grass median, and curb and gutter. Also a wide curb lane will be provided to accommodate bicyclists and provide an additional buffer area for parked cars. Pedestrian facilities will be provided on both sides of the roadway.

INFORMATION PROVIDED CITIZENS: 

Citizens were provided the following information in the form of a project brochure:

· The Programmatic Categorical Exclusion which was completed for the project on December 8, 2006.
· The proposed typical section will provide, one 11-foot lane and one 14-foot lane with curb and gutter in each direction, a 16 foot raised grass median, a asphalt trail on the west side and a five foot sideway on the east side of the roadway.

· The average daily traffic in 2005 was 22, 800 and this is anticipated to increase to 39,100 in 2031.

· The construction of the project will not displace any families, businesses or non-profit organizations.
· The 2008 project cost is estimated at $2.4 million for preliminary engineering, $10 million for right-of-way acquisition and $15.5 million for construction. 
· The tentative schedule for construction of this project is currently scheduled for late 2012 utilizing 20% state and 80% federal funds.

ATTENDANCE AND COMMENTS:

Ninety-six (96) citizens attended the hearing.  There were one-hundred and three comments were received for the record.  These comments reflected, twenty-one (21) comments in favor of the project as presented, twenty-nine (29) comments support the design with modifications, forty-four (44) comments opposed the project and nine citizens did not express opposition or support for the project.
DISTRICT RECOMMENDATION:

The concerns expressed by citizens participating in the hearing process have been reviewed, Mr. William C. Cuttler, PE, Northern Virginia District, Preliminary Engineering Manager, by letter dated April 21, 2009 has recommended the project be approved as presented at the public hearing with the following modifications:
1. Adjust the roadway alignment to minimize the impact of the widening on adjacent residential properties, and to better utilize the available right of way along the corridor.
2. Continue coordination efforts with the stakeholders along the corridor.
3. Based on the public hearing comment, changed the 8 foot westerly shared use path to a 5 foot sidewalk in order to minimize the project’s impact to the adjacent properties.

4. Coordinate with the Springfield Golf and Country Club property to re-valuate options to minimize the impacts of the proposed storm water management ponds on their property.

5. Reduce the design speed from 45 mph to 40 mph to mitigate concerns of the citizens with regard to property impacts and safety.

6. Regarding the on-street parking, subsequent meetings were held after the public hearing with citizens at the Fairfax County’s Supervisors office. As a result, the on-street parking was revised primarily on the western side of the roadway based on the citizens’ requests.
