GENERAL

This section of the VDOT Traffic Engineering Design Manual presents the preferred methods used when applying pavement markings, pavement markers, object markers, and delineators. The goal is to provide appropriate pavement definition at all times through pavement marking and delineation. The primary functions of markings, markers, object markers and delineators are to:

· Control traffic in order to encourage safe and efficient operation

· Supplement regulatory, warning, and guide signs

· Independently identify certain regulatory or hazardous conditions

The major source of information for this section was derived from the Manual on Uniform Traffic Control Devices (MUTCD), the VDOT Road and Bridge Specifications, and the VDOT Road and Bridge Standards. Users of the Traffic Engineering Design Manual should be completely familiar with the MUTCD requirements before attempting to apply its guidelines. Part 3 of the MUTCD defines the allowable limits, alternatives, and general standards for markings, markers, object markers and delineators. It is not the intent of this Manual to duplicate standards established in the above documents. However, some duplication of material is presented to provide the preferred practices as they relate to the referenced documents.
